During the year, we will take a trip back in time to learn about the history of ancient civilizations.  We will study the 
governments, societal norms, agricultural and trade/barter practices, and how these civilizations helped 
discover/invent many of the tools and practices societies currently use.  Our Language Arts studies will be woven into 
the themes of the civilizations we are studying.  Students will be researching, building models, role playing, and using 
engaging learning formats to develop connections to these cultures.  Students will develop note-taking skills, learn to 
critically decipher informational text, and develop organizational skills.  Early human development, Mesopotamia, 
Native American Egypt, China, India, Greece and Rome, will all be explored through the fall and spring semesters.

Art of the Renaissance  Sarah Lowenberg 
The Renaissance period in European history was a time of cultural awakening. It marked the transition from 
medieval times to the early modern age. The Renaissance was a time of curiosity, invention, and imagination. 
Developments during this period include advancements in mathematics based on the works of Islamic scholars, the 
advent of movable type printing, which allowed books on philosophy, poetry, drama, and science to be more readily 
available, and of course, incredible achievements in art. This class is perfect for the student who is interested in 
both art and history. Students will learn about the important artists who lived during the Renaissance and their 
influence on the world. They will be given the opportunity create a fresco in the style of Michelangelo, draw using 
linear perspective which was developed by Brunelleschi, and paint using the techniques of Leonardo Da Vinci. The 
students will also learn various printmaking and sculpture techniques used by Renaissance artists.

Exploring Printmaking Sarah Lowenberg 
Printmaking is an ancient art form that was developed in China in the 1st century AD using wood blocks. Prints are 
created by transferring images that are carved or cut into a surface, usually metal, rubber, or wood, and then pressed 
onto paper or fabric. This fun, creative method of making art is an important alternative to techniques such as 
drawing and painting. This class will focus on the basics of beginning printmaking for students new to the printing 
process, and will also offer more advanced techniques for students with past printmaking experience. We will look 
at prints throughout history that were created by well-known artists such as Picasso, Van Gogh, Toulouse-Lautrec, 
and Worhol. Students will learn how to make multi-color reduction prints using soft rubber printing plates. We will 
also use recycled materials such as cardboard and wood pieces. Other printing techniques such as silk screen and 
building printing plates with natural materials will be introduced. MATERIALS FEE: $20.00

Developed at MIT for young people, Scratch (scratch.mit.edu) 
provides a coding studio that allows you to explore, experiment, and create with a much larger set of coding tools 
than is provided in Young Coders.  You’ll learn how to use movement, appearance, and sound blocks to animate 
sprites and their surroundings.  You’ll use graphics and effects tools like piskelapp and sketchpad to add to your 
creations.  When you’ve mastered all the basics, you’ll make your own animated stories or playable games, or remix 
someone else’s.

The OBOB list of 16 books for 2019-20 is available at 
www.oregonbattleofthebooks.org  Reading all of the books is optimum, but not required!  There will be four copies 
of each title available for check out from the classroom.   
 
FALL:  Teams are formed of four students each, usually by the 2nd or 3rd  class.  Each team member agrees to be 
“expert” on six of the books.  Individuals memorize titles and authors and note book details in a variety of ways – 
note taking, writing questions, discussion, rereading, etc.  
 
 SPRING:  In spring semester, we will continue to read and analyze the books on the OBOB list and prepare for the 
official Battle of the Books competition which will occur around the end of February or early March. Practice 
questions to all participating schools are received in January, and at that  point, we will begin mock classroom 
battles.  One team of four will represent WW after being chosen through “quiz show” like competitions correctly 
answering book related questions. The team with the most battle points will have an opportunity to compete with 
other schools in southern Oregon at the regional Oregon Battle of the Books (OBOB) competition!  Because the 
regional competition is not until Feb or March, after fall semester, this has worked best in the past as an all 
year course.
